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Introduction

One of our key recommendations for arts and health innovation teams is that they
consider what evidence may, or may not, already exist - in the form of published
research articles - to indicate that the type of project they want to run could have
a positive impact on people.

This helps innovation teams to make the case for their project to exist or continue,
especially to health partners who place a very high value on published evidence.
It also helps teams do better evaluations and research if they know how others
have approached similar research, and what they’ve found.

In HARP, to support the 13 arts and health innovation teams we worked with, we
therefore supplied them with a list of published research articles that either:

● Provided useful content around the health challenge they were looking to
address; and/or

● Showed where, whether and how, other similar interventions (so those using
similar artforms or with similar patient groups) had proved to be effective.

Below is the list of articles we shared with the teams.  Some are general articles on
the theme of arts and health, others are more specific to particular art forms or
health conditions.
